Message from the Pastor

The Peace of Christ be with you all!

We celebrate this Sunday the Thirty-Second Sunday in
Ordinary Time. On the First Reading, from the First Book
of Kings, we are presented with the story of a widow who
welcomes the prophet Elijah, and she offers him a loaf of
bread. This poor widow, out of her short supply, shares
with the prophet what she has to live. Because of her
generosity and trust, she will have more than enough to
survive. It invites us to trust in the Lord and to be
generous with our resources and time. If we do that, we
are going to experience how God's Will gives us much
more in abundance. He, not only will fill us with material
resources, but with so much peace and joy! On the
Second Reading, from the Letter to the Hebrews, it shows
that Jesus Christ is our High Priest who has entered
Heaven so that we can have access through Him into
Eternal Life. Through His Death on the Cross and by his
Resurrection, we have been forgiven of all our sins.
Therefore, we can be transformed and have access to a
life of holiness and virtue. In the Gospel, from St. Mark,
we see how Christ argues with the Pharisees and scribes
and warns them about the risk of trying to look out for
their own selfish ambitions. We all can do what we do for
our own advantage and selfish ways. However, if we
follow that, we will remain empty. With God’s grace, we
can do things out of love for others. This will give us
immense peace and will fulfill us. Even if we do a small
thing, like the poor widow in the Gospel, we will reap
much more than what we have done. God has called us
to be generous and loving and not selfish and greedy. Let
us open our hearts so that Christ may help us to give
ourselves away! Christ has given Himself completely to us
so that we can do the same moved by His mercy!
